We recently gave Silvia a child’s book 
Bible book because she is expecting a baby this month. Tom has been able to spend good amounts of time 
with Alberto, Simone, and Matteo. 

We have had the fun of learning a new hymn each month at our church. This month we are learning “It Is Well 
With My Soul.” It has been encouraging to be reminded through song that no matter what happens in this life, 
we can “be still in Jesus” (the Italian translation uses this phrase in the chorus).
